Results: List your primary results without any introduction. Only essential statistical significances should be added in brackets. Draw no conclusions as of yet: they belong in the next section. Conclusion: List your conclusions in a short, clear and simple manner. State only those conclusions that stem directly from the results shown in the paper. Rather than summarizing the data, conclude from them.
KEYWORDS: List four (4) to six (6) keywords relevant to article theme separated by semicolon ( ; )
